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RESPONSE OF BAR UK to the

Consultation on the ‘draft Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council on the information of air transport passengers on the identity of the operating carrier and on communication of safety information by Member States’.

BAR UK represents 90 scheduled airlines transacting business in the UK, and is pleased to be part of the consultation process on this matter. 

In brief, the concept of providing passengers with the identity of the operating carrier is tried and tested for our members, and there is no objection to the concept of the Regulation.

There are some specific comments and observations that we wish to place before you, and these now follow.

1. Title of the draft Regulation.

For the sake of clarity and grammar, BAR UK believes that the following revision should be made:

Consultation on the ‘draft Regulation of the European Parliament and of the Council on the information of for air transport passengers on the identity of the operating carrier and on communication of safety information by Member States’.

2. Article 2 – Definitions

In Paragraph (d) ‘Contracting Air Carrier’: BAR UK believes that the terminology of ‘any other ticket vendor’ is unwise, as it could be deemed to include travel agents. Are agents seen as concluding a contract with passengers,, so being a contracting air carrier? It is suggested that the term ‘Principal other than agents’ should be considered instead.

3. Article 4 – Information on the identity of the operating carrier.

For paragraph 2, it is suggested that the following sentence be added at the end:

‘Such communication shall deemed to have been made by informing the travel agent who made the reservation’.

Annex B - Draft RIA

Paragraph 10 – BAR UK supports the opinion expressed that a contracting carrier that changes the operating carrier should not be liable to bear the cost of passenger withdrawals at any time. As stated, the burden would unreasonable.

Paragraph 18 seems inconsistent with Article 2, Paragraph (d) of the Regulation, and with Paragraph 19 of the RIA.

The inconsistency relates to concluding ‘contracts of carriage contract with operators’ whereas it should be with ‘a passenger’.

BAR UK offers no other comments to this consultation.
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
