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Response of BAR UK 

to the 

London City Airport Master Plan consultation

BACKGROUND

The Board of Airline Representatives in the UK (BAR UK) Ltd represents 92 airlines in the UK (see attached list), and is pleased to respond to the consultation document issued by London City Airport.

The great majority of our members focus their operations at London Heathrow (LHR) and London Gatwick (LGW) airports, but seven of them also provide the bulk of scheduled flights at London City Airport.

RESPONSE

BAR UK has no philosophical objections to the proposals made within the Master Plan, and supports the airport operator in its objectives. 

We note the following points as part of providing our support:

1. there are no plans for an additional runway,

2. passenger growth will be greater than air traffic movements, so that such growth incorporates the use of larger aircraft with increased load factors,

3. the air noise contours show that noises of a high level of annoyance remain within the airport site,

4. plans are in place to manage road vehicle emissions, and to operate full air quality assessments,

5. the airport operator is aware of the blasts of jet engines on the apron and beyond, and also of the effect that the smell from jet engines is currently an issue that requires management,

6. the airport operator is committed to the use of public transport now, and in the future, in order to minimise environmental effects of surface access.

However, BAR UK does raise a concern over airspace, as set out below. If this concern cannot be adequately clarified, then our support would need to be withdrawn

AIRSPACE

The issue of airspace does not appear to feature in the consultation document, so there may not be a issue to address. However, BAR UK does raise it now so that everyone is aware of it.

As stated in the second paragraph of this response, the bulk of our members operate into LHR and LGW. It is therefore essential that expanded operations at London City Airport do not impinge on airspace, so that operations for these two prime airports are affected. 

Clarification is sought as soon as possible.
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
