Reference is made to the London Heathrow Interim Master Plan draft consultation document, published by BAA for which responses are due by 31 October.

BAR UK has participated in meetings of the LACC Heathrow, and is aware that the LACC will be providing a full response to the proposals made within the Master Plan.

1. Medium and long term future demands and development

· must be developed to meet increasing demands for air travel

· must be developed in a sustainable way.

Acknowledging that future developments at Heathrow must be sustainable in nature, and in line with the aims and objectives of the Government’s white paper ‘The Future of Aviation’, BAR UK supports BAA in its quests to:

· adopt mixed mode operations 

· provide additional runway capacity

· provide additional terminal capacity as required

· provide adequate stand capacity for large new generation aircraft eg A380

· provide supporting transport infrastructure

· manage the environmental measures associated with airport development

· provide the most relevant blight scheme resulting from additional runway capacity.
