The response of BAR UK to the revised proposals

Thank you for your letter received today outlining the revised proposals to:

· half an hour later finish on Friday and Saturday nights

· an hour later start on Saturday mornings

· no change to existing start times on Sunday mornings

BAR UK response

BAR UK acknowledges these changes to the original proposals, but objects to them.

As emphasised in our original response, the current Underground schedule already under-serves Heathrow.

We objected on four distinct grounds and we have absolutely no reason to change our position as a result of the revised proposals.

It needs to be recognised that whilst night visitors to London might benefit from later running, they would include a large number of different individuals making random visits. On the other hand, the number of people adversely affected by later running includes a large proportion who are currently season ticket holders; specifically, they are airport workers who would be adversely affected on a very regular basis.

Our initial response provided four key reasons why BAR UK objects to the proposed later running, and those objections still stand need be taken into account as part of this second response.
